John Wilbye was born at Diss in Norfolk in 1574, the third son of MattWibye, a prosperous tanner
local landholder and amateur lutenistithin a fev miles of Diss vas Brome Hall, the seat of Sir Thomas
Cornwallis, and John Wilbys'musical talents attracted the attention of the Hall.

In 1593, shortly after Cornwallis’ daughter Elizabeth was married to Sir ThogtaerKof Hengree Hall

near Bury St. Edmunds in Suffolk, John Wilbye was appointed a household musician to the Kytsons, and
remained in their service for thirty years. In 1598 Wilbye publishedFing Set of Madrigals to 3. 4. 5.

Sir Thomas died in 1602, but Lady Kytson maintained Hemgkall in the same dgee of state. In 1609

The poet has not been identified. This six-part setting lies half way betwideyed/ ebstract, purely
musical style, and his madrigal styl@ogether withThe Lady Orianawhich Wilbye contributed to the
Triumphs of Orianaollection, and tw motets which he contrilied to Leightors Teares or Lamentations
these tw sets of madrigals constituteilbye’s entire output and place him together with Byrd, Mgréad
Weelkes as one of the greatest of English composers.

In 1613 Lady Kytson granted Wilbye a lease ot8er's Farm, reputed the best sheep farm in the district.
Wilbye employed a bailifto run the farm, and continued twdi & Hengrare Hall, but his ne interest
seems to hae ended his composing; perhaps such arvigtivas not appropriate for the landed gentleman
he was ne becoming.

After Lady Kytsons death in 1628, Wilbye went tovié & the house of Lady Rérs in Colchester Lady
Rivers, a fev years older than Wilbye, was the youngest daughter of Sir Thomas Kytson, andvéed al
been a particular patroness of the compostar marriage to Lord Rérs had not been happand when
she left the family seat at St. Osyth shevedato Colchestersome nine miles distant. Lady \WR¥s’ house
still stands todayas ndeed does Hengra Hall.

Wilbye died in 1638 and as buried at Holy finity, Colchester He bequeathed a companadly important
estate, mostly to his nephews and nieces. Wered four hundred pounds, and land around Bury St.
Edmunds and around Diss. His best viol went to Charles, Prince of Wales, later Charles II.
